Preparation 

During progress of work all QuicLoads shall be protected from 
damage and should be free of oil, dirt and concrete spatter.  

Location & Placement of QuicLoads 

1. Set up 3/4 inch formwork. See Figure A.
2. Drill hole through formwork at specified locations. Hole

size should be 1/4 inch larger than dowel size. See
Figure B.

3. Insert QuicLoad through hole and push till back of flange
reaches formwork.

4. QuicLoad should now be locked in place. See Figure D.
5. Insert dowel full depth of QuicLoad.
6. Place all reinforcement needed.
7. Pour concrete. Pour at least 18 inches from QuicLoad

System.
8. Maneuver the concrete around the QuicLoad System,

vibrate  & finish concrete.
